Attention QCHA Travel Parents & Players
2008 – 2009 House League Season
For those Travel players interested in playing within the House League this season, listed below are the established rules that govern a travel player’s eligibility to participate within the QCHA House League.  These rules are as follows:

· Mites:  Six year olds and under playing Mite Travel will be allowed to play at the Mite House level.  These players can only be considered at a “B” level ability; all “A” level six year old players must move up to Squirts.   All seven and eight year old Mite Travel players will be eligible to play up and must move to the Squirt House level.
· Squirts:  All first year Squirt travel players will be allowed to play at the Squirt House level.  Any requests by a first year Squirt travel player to move up to the Pee Wee House level will be taken under consideration by the House and Travel Directors.  Second year Squirt Travel players will be required to play up at the Pee Wee House level.  Any player moving up to the Pee Wee level must attend and pass a one hour checking/ “limited” hitting clinic before being allowed to play at this level.  This is for the players own safety since this will be their first exposure to checking and increased body contact.    
· Pee Wee and Bantams:  Any Travel player at these age groups will be allowed to play in the House League only if they move up one age level.
· Midget/ H.S.  Please have your parents and coach contact both the Travel and House League Directors for approval and potential entry into the House League.
1. All Travel player movement into the House League must be presented for approval to the House and Travel League Directors and the QCSC Programs Director.  We will review each player’s request on an individual basis and make the best decision possible as to where to place each player where they will fit best.
2. USA Hockey rules state that NO player under any circumstances will be allowed to move up more than one age bracket.  The QCHA & QCSC will adhere to this rule.
3. All Travel players must be equally divided between all House League teams within the age group they will be playing at.  Ice time for these players must be kept equal to all other House players regardless of their skill level.  Unequal ice time will be dealt with on a case by case basis with each particular coach if it becomes an issue and is brought to the House League Director’s attention.
4. Travel players will be required to make a reasonable amount of their House team’s practices & games; they cannot just show up for games only.  Specific rules regarding this will be established and administered by each individual coach.
5. All players must attend the House League evaluations for their age level in order to be placed on a House League team.  Once the House League evaluations are complete, entry into the HL will be closed to all Travel players.
6. Existing rules for Travel reserve players will remain in effect as currently established by the QCHA.
In the event the QCSC & the QCHA elect not to hold player evaluations this season, the decision for entry of any Travel player into the House League will follow the guidelines as noted above, and attending your age level evaluation would not be a prerequisite.  The 2008-2009 House League season starts on October 6, 2008, so please register early to meet the September 21, 2008 deadline.
