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QCHA Trophy Retirement Initiative

Over many years, the Quad City Hockey Association has accumulated an excessive inventory of trophies that have been won by our teams, some dating back many years.  The vast majority of these trophies have been stored in a room under the bleachers at the Sports Center, out of sight and totally inaccessible to the general public.

As part of our process to completely remove all of our belongings from the Sports Center prior to the take-over of the facility by the City of Davenport, all of these trophies were moved to an off-site storage facility where we pay rent.  In addition to all of these older trophies, we moved our ‘current’ trophies to the same facility.

All of the older trophies have been generally neglected for many, many years. As such, it does not make sense to return them to any storage facility at the Sports Center when we move back in.  

We have therefore developed the following strategy to ‘retire’ our old trophies while giving our players, coaches and families the opportunity to own any that may have value to them.

Anyone who has an interest in a trophy three years old or older should contact House League Director, Todd Larsen at director.house@quadcityhockey.com not later than May 15th.  If more than one request is made for the same trophy, the QCHA will accept bids on the trophy, with the highest bidder receiving the trophy and the proceeds going to the QCHA General Fund.

All unclaimed trophies after May 15th will be disposed of or recycled by the QCHA.

It is the intent of the QCHA to continue the practice of displaying all current trophies in a case at the Sports Center on an ongoing basis.
